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 PROCEDURE:

1. REMOVE CONTENTS FROM BOX. VERIFY ALL PARTS ARE PRESENT. READ INSTRUCTIONS CAREFULLY BEFORE STARTING INSTALLATION. CUTTING IS REQUIRED.
2. From the underside of the front of the vehicle, remove the front/center plastic splash guard. Take notes on the locations of the various screws and push-in plastic clips. Set the splash guard on a clean, stable work area. 
3. Starting on the front, driver side of the vehicle, remove the push-in clip that attaches the corner of the plastic cover to the tab on the bottom of the cross member. Pull the plastic cover back and insert (1) 10mm x 105mm U-Bolt from behind the cross member and under the radiator shroud, (Figure 1). Select the Driver Side Frame Bracket and secure the Bracket to the U-Bolt with (2) 10mm Flat Washers, (2) 10mm Lock Washers and (2) 10mm Hex Nuts, (Figure 2). Rotate the Mounting Bracket to vertical and snug the hardware but do not tighten at this time.
4. Repeat step 3 for the Passenger Side Bracket installation. NOTE: To determine the approximate location for the Frame Mounting Brackets, measure the distance from one mounting flange to the other on the Sport Tube and apply this measurement to the Mounting Brackets, (Figure 3). Use the oval holes on the cross member as a reference point. When properly installed, the Mounting Brackets should be an equal distance away from each oval hole in the cross member, (Figure 4). Snug but do no tighten at this time.
5. Bend the plastic covers back to mount behind the cross member. Replace the factory clips that attached the plastic covers to the tabs on the cross member with the included (2) 5mm x 30mm Hex Bolts, (4) 5mm Flat Washers, (2) Nylon Spacers and (2) 5mm Nylock Hex Nuts, (Figure 5). 

6. Position the Sport Bar onto the outside of the Mounting Brackets. Attach the Sport Bar to the Brackets using (4) 10mm x 35mm Hex Bolts, (8) 10mm Flat Washers, (4) 10mm Lock Washers and (4) 10mm Hex Nuts, (Figure 6). Do not tighten at this time.
7. Level and adjust the Sport Bar and then tighten all of the hardware on the Mounting Bracket U-Bolts. Remove the Sport Bar and place on a clean surface. 
8. Slide the center splash guard into position above the passenger side bracket, (the factory cut out should clear the bracket), but below the driver side. Temporarily hold it in place with one of the hex bolts used to mount the splash guard to the cross member. Mark the location of the Mounting Bracket onto the splash guard, (Figure 7). Remove the splash guard and carefully cut a 3"x3" square out of the driver side of the guard in the location previously marked and pictured in Figure 8. Reinstall the splash guard and check for clearance around the mounting bracket. Trim for clearance as necessary.
9. Reinstall the Sport Bar with the hardware listed in Step 6. Level and adjust the Sport Bar for the final time and check that all hardware is tight.
10. Do periodic inspections to the installation to make sure that all hardware is secure and tight.
To protect your investment, wax this product after installing. Regular waxing is recommended to add a protective layer over the finish. Do not use any type of polish or wax that may contain abrasives that could damage the finish.  
For stainless steel: Aluminum polish may be used to polish small scratches and scuffs on the finish. Mild soap may be used also to clean the Sport Bar.

For gloss black finishes: Mild soap may be used to clean the Sport Bar.
