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PROCEDURE:

1. REMOVE CONTENTS FROM BOX. VERIFY ALL PARTS ARE PRESENT. READ INSTRUCTIONS CAREFULLY BEFORE STARTING INSTALLATION. CUTTING IS REQUIRED.
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2. On the driver side of the vehicle, locate the metal heat shield above the muffler. Note that the heat shield partially covers (2) holes in the bottom of the frame channel, (Figure 1). Access to these holes is required for Bracket installation. Mark the location of these holes onto the heat shield. Remove the (3) bolts and place the heat shield aside. Use metal cutting scissors to cut the marked area as shown in Figure 1 - 3. Repeat this process on the passenger side heat shield if equipped. NOTE: On some vehicles, there may only be one muffler with only one heat shield located on either the passenger or driver side. Follow these directions for any/both heat shields as required. 
3. Once you have cut out the marked area, reinstall the heat shield(s) onto the vehicle using only (2) of the factory hex bolts per heat shield. NOTE: Do not install the hex bolt next to the (2) factory holes in the frame channel at this time, (Figure 4).
4. Insert one end of the Double Bolt Plate through the larger hole in the frame rail and back out the second hole, (Figure 4). Thread (1) Plastic Retainer onto the Double Bolt Plate to help hold it in place during Bracket installation, (Figure 5). 
5. Hold the driver side Mounting Bracket in place over the Double Bolt Plate. Secure the Bracket to the Double Bolt Plate with the included (2) 10mm Flat Washers and (2) 10mm Nylon Lock Nuts. Insert the remaining factory hex bolt through the small hole in the Bracket and into the floor channel, (Figure 6). Snug but do not tighten hardware at this time.
6. Locate the hole in the inner side of the frame channel, (Figure 7A). Partially thread (1) Plastic Retainer onto (1) 10mm Bolt Plate, (Figure 7B). Insert the Bolt Plate into the hole in the frame channel and thread the Plastic Retainer down tight against the sheetmetal, (Figure 7A). IMPORTANT: The Plastic Retainer is designed to prevent the Bolt Plate from falling into the frame channel and to aid in installing the Support Bracket.
7. Select the driver side Support Bracket. Hang the Bracket from the Bolt Plate and secure with the included 10mm Flat Washer, 10mm Lock Washer and 10mm Hex Nut. Do not tighten hardware at this time, (Figure 8). Line up the hole in the Support Bracket with the Mounting Bracket. Bolt the Brackets together with (1) 10mm x 3mm Hex Bolt, (2) 10mm Flat Washers, (1) 10mm Lock Washer and (1) 10mm Hex Nut, (Figure 8). Snug but do not tighten hardware at this time.
8. Position the driver side Rear Bumper Guard Bracket onto the inside of the driver side Mounting Bracket. Use the included (2) 12mm x 35mm Hex Bolts, (4) 12mm Flat Washers and (2) 12mm Nylon Lock Nuts to bolt the Bumper Guard Bracket to the Frame Mounting Bracket, (Figure 9). Do not tighten at this time. NOTE: Cradles on the Rear Bumper Guard Brackets should be facing towards the outside of the vehicle.
9. Repeat Steps 5 - 9 for passenger side Mounting Bracket, Support Bracket and Rear Bumper Guard Bracket installation.
10. Once all the Brackets are partially installed, carefully position the Rear Bumper Guard onto the Brackets. Use the included (4) 8mm x 25mm Hex Bolts, (4) 8mm Lock Washers and (4) 8mm Flat Washers to bolt the Rear Bumper Guard tube to the Brackets, (Figure 10).
11. Align and adjust the Rear Bumper Guard properly and tighten all hardware.
12. Do periodic inspections to the installation to make sure that all hardware is secure and tight.
To protect your investment, wax this product after installing. Regular waxing is recommended to add a protective layer over the finish. Do not use any type of polish or wax that may contain abrasives that could damage the finish.  
For stainless steel: Aluminum polish may be used to polish small scratches and scuffs on the finish. Mild soap may be used also to clean the Rear Bumper Guard.

For gloss black finishes: Mild soap may be used to clean the Rear Bumper Guard.
